On September 22, 2009
San José City Council gave
approval to conduct an
environmental review and
return to Council with an
ordinance prohibiting the
use of single-use carryout
plastic and paper bags.

The Proposed Ordinance Would Include the Following Key Components:

1. Ban paper and plastic bags provided by retail businesses (excluding
restaurants, non-profit and social service organizations).

2. Allow for sufficient outreach to businesses and consumers, and become
effective no earlier than December 31, 2010.

3. Alter or eliminate the City’s ordinance if California passes legislation
relating to a fee or ban on single-use bags before December 31, 2010.

4. Still allow for plastic or paper bags to be provided for items such as meat,
fresh produce, or prepared food.

5. Evaluate if stores could charge customers for “green” paper bags made of
at least 40% recycled material.

City to Study Proposal to Ban Single-Use Carryout Plastic and Paper Bags
The City is studying the benefits and impacts a bag ban proposal would have
on the environment. The environmental review process provides an oppor-
tunity for public comment when the draft Environmental Impact Report (EIR)
is completed. The draft EIR is projected to be available in spring 2010. For
more information, visit www.sanjoseca.gov/planning/eir/EIR.asp.

Shopping with a Reusable Bag is the Best Choice

A high-quality reusable bag has the potential to replace over 600 single-use
plastic bags over its lifetime, significantly reducing plastic bag litter. Plastic
bags are one of the most common litter items found in creek cleanups. Paper
bags are just as problematic as plastic, taking 14 million trees each year in the
United States to produce a year's supply of paper bags for retail use. Reusable
bags reduce litter and conserve natural resources.
