The reporting requirements outlined in Exhibit 12C reflect data that we are requesting for the new contracts.  Current reporting documents are not applicable for all required reports.  The following information is designed to provide sample data only and should not be considered a projection of future figures.

Load Data

Yard Trimmings Transfer

The amount of yard trimming materials distributed through transfer stations will be at the discretion of the contractor, based on operational efficiencies.  Of the two current yard trimmings collectors, one uses a transfer station for nearly 100% of their material, while the other delivers directly to the processing facility.  According to section 5.04.1, on page 6-57, the contractor shall deliver all collected Yard Trimmings to a fully permitted Yard Trimmings Processing facility or a fully permitted yard trimmings transfer station. 

Outreach Summary

The summary of outreach activities is currently provided at quarterly coordination meetings between contractors and the City as well as through annual reports. 

Finished Product Sales Summary

Monthly sales summaries, including San Jose Tons Sold or Donated, Product type, Unit Price, and Revenue received should be submitted with monthly reports as outlined in Exhibit 12C.  New contract language will allow summaries to be submitted without buyer information to increase confidentiality.  All transaction records should be maintained and must be made available for City representatives to audit at the contractor’s office.  The attached sales summary page from a current contractor report provides an example of a complete sales log. 

Compost processing records, finished product lab tests and applicable permits should be made available to the City upon request.  These documents do not lend themselves easily to summary for this document.  Sample pages have been chosen to reflect the types of data that are collected and reported.
